It is a 25-month project that aims to build a community
media framework that equips local communities with
all the knowledge, skills and competences to develop,
manage and maintain a comprehensive media service
to local residents.

What we have done so far and what’s
coming next

Partners from lItaly, Germany, Poland, Czech
Republic, Cyprus, Ireland and Croatia:

. Have already started working on the
development of |01-Community Audit Toolkit and
Report. They developed and translated the
Community Audit Toolkit, they implemented a short
3-hour workshop with their local media action groups
and they are finalising the comprehensive
participatory action research asset audit. During the
next months they will write up an audit report in each
partner’s language and a summary report of the main
findings in all selected communities will be developed
in English

. Have already developed the first draft of the
training modules of I02- Community Media Skills
Development Resources covering the following
topics: Introduction to fake news, Audio-visual, Text,
Photo, Audio, Visual Graphics. |02 will be ready in
the upcoming months and partner will test it with their
local stakeholders.

. Will work on the content development of
I03-Toolkit of Media Moderation Resources and
IO04-Induction Training for Adult & Community
Educators

. Created the project website that it is available
in 7 languages and during the next months they will
develop 105-Online Interactive Learning Portal that
will be the main learning interface of the project and
. will offer learners an active learning
opportunity where the aim is the acquisition and
integration of the knowledge, skills and attitudes
addressed by the full suite of resources being
developed.

. Will meet again in September 2020 in Cyprus
